Wacky Experiment

For this project, you are to think of a Science question to answer, then design a study to find its answer using the six steps of the Scientific Method.

Here is an example of a full credit project:

1. Question: Will the Forget-No-More pill help sixth grade students remember to prepare for class?

2. Hypothesis: Students who take the Forget-No-More pill will not have to interrupt class because of forgetfulness.

3. Test the hypothesis: Record the names of forgetful students who wrote their names on the blackboard each day for two weeks before taking the pill.  Then half of the students will be given the pill, and the other half a placebo.  The names appearing on the blackboard will be recorded while taking the pills.

4. Analyze the results: List the names from the first two weeks of the test, then compare them to the names recorded during the second two weeks after the pill was given.  List the names of the control group (placebo) separately.

5. Draw conclusions: None of the names on the list before the pill was given appear on the lists after the pill was given.  Therefore, the Forget-No-More pill does help students remember to prepare for class.

6. Communicate the results: Parents would want to know about this miracle drug and its ability to help their children remember better.  Therefore, a letter will be sent home in the Thursday envelope letting them know the results of the study and how to buy Forget-No-More pills.

Your project may be typed or neatly hand written in cursive on loose-leaf paper.  This project is due Friday, October 3.  You will be asked to read and present it to the class the following week.
